Romanée-Conti — pd Systembolaget i Finspdng for 708 kronor. Ett kap, skulle det visa sig.
Den flaskan blev startskottet for en passion som kom att prdgla familjen Miltons
krogartradition. Samlingen byggdes sakta upp, fran den lilla vinvinden i den davarande
verksamheten Gastgivaregarden i Tjallmo, till Restaurant Munkklostret, dar du
befinner dig idag.

Tillsammans med sin fru Carina kopte Johan en van och gav sig ut pa vinresor genom
Europa. De besokte vingdrdar, traffade vinmakare och fyllde bilen med exklusiva viner.
Bland de mest minnesvarda fynden, finns Chdteau Mouton Rothschild. Det var inte bara
vinets kvalitet som imponerade, utan dven de unika konstnadrliga etiketterna som sedan
1945 prytt flaskorna, skapade av storheter som Salvador Dali, Marc Chagall och Pablo
Picasso. Idag vilar 44 argangar av Mouton Rothschild i Klosterhotellets unika
vinkillare, som rymmer dver 6000 flaskor. Har finns ocksa ett stort urval av portviner
och andra sota viner — kanske ett resultat av Johans svaghet for goda ostar.



Fran vinkillare till hotell — en familjehistoria i
tidens anda

Johan Miltons passion fér vin ledde honom inte bara ut Europa, utan ocksa till att grunda
Munskdnkarna i Motala, en forening som 2024 samlade hela 223 medlemmar. Intresset for
vin blev en livsstil, och ndr Bengt O. Pettersson, ddvarande krégare pd Restaurang
Munkklostret, kontaktade Johan och Carina med ett erbjudande om att ta over driften, tog
livet en ny vdndning.

Det var bérjan pa ett nytt kapitel i familjen Miltons liv och féretagande. Nu borjade
skapandet av ett unikt hotell i hjartat av Vadstena, dar historia, hantverk och vardskap
mots. Klosterhotellet vaxte fram ur de medeltida kvarteren, och med det dven en ny
vinkdllare. Man kopte upp det befintliga varulagret av viner och borjade inreda
munkarnas gamla jordkallare. En plats dar mat och 61 en gang foérvarades under
klostrets aktiva tid. Dansk sjosten lades som golv, hyllor sattes upp, och de cirka 500
flaskor som tidigare forvarats pa vinvinden i Tjallmo fick ett nytt hem. Idag rymmer
vinkadllaren 6ver 6000 flaskor — en skattkammare av tradition, historia och passion.

Familjens arv och framtid

Hotellet har genom dren vuxit till en destination dar varje byggnad bar pa sin egen
berdttelse, och varje rum dr en del av helheten. Klosterhotellet erbjuder idag 83 rum
fordelade pad sju historiska byggnader — fran Heliga Birgittas kloster till Birger Jarls
furstepalats. Varje rum har sin egen stil och atmosfar, och gasterna far uppleva
historiens vingslag i kombination med modern komfort.

The history of Klosterhotellets
Wine cellar anno 1384

It all started with a single bottle of wine.

Johan Milton bought his first wine — a Domaine de la Romanée-Conti — at
Systembolaget in Finspang for 708 kronor. A bargain, as it would turn out. That bottle
became the spark for a passion that would shape the Milton family’s culinary tradition.
The collection grew slowly, from the small wine attic at their former establishment,
Gastgivaregdrden in Tjallmo, to Restaurant Munkklostret, where you are today.
Together with his wife Carina, Johan bought a van and set off on wine journeys across
Europe. They visited vineyards, met winemakers, and filled the car with exclusive
wines. Among the most memorable finds was Chateau Mouton Rothschild. It wasn’t
just the quality of the wine that impressed them, but also the unique artistic labels that
have adorned the bottles since 1945, created by masters such as Salvador Dali, Marc
Chagall, and Pablo Picasso.

Today, 44 vintages of Mouton Rothschild rest in Klosterhotellet’s unique wine cellar,
which holds over 6,000 bottles. Here you’ll also find a wide selection of port and
other sweet wines — perhaps a result of Johan’s fondness for fine cheeses.



From Wine Cellar to Hotel- A Family Story

Johan Milton’s passion for wine took him not only across Europe but also led him to
found Munskdnkarna in Motala, a wine association that in 2024 counted 223
members. What began as an interest soon became a lifestyle, and when Bengt O.
Pettersson, then the restaurateur at Restaurant Munkklostret, approached Johan and
Carina with an offer to take over the business, life took a new turn.

This was the beginning of a new chapter in the Milton family’s life and
entrepreneurship. The vision of creating a unique hotel in the heart of Vadstena began
to take shape—a place where history, craftsmanship, and hospitality meet.
Klosterhotellet emerged from the medieval quarters, and with it, a new wine cellar.
They purchased the existing wine stock and began transforming the monks’ old earth
cellar—a space once used to store food and beer during the monastery’s active days.
Danish sea stone was laid as flooring, shelves were installed, and the roughly 500
bottles previously kept in the wine attic in Tjallmo found a new home.

Today, the wine cellar holds over 6,000 bottles—a treasure trove of tradition, history,
and passion. Over the years, the hotel has grown into a destination where every building
carries its own story, and every room is part of a greater whole. Klosterhotellet now
offers 83 rooms spread across seven historic buildings—from Saint Birgitta’s convent
to Birger Jarl’s princely palace. Each room has its own style and atmosphere, allowing
guests to experience the echoes of history combined with modern comfort.
